Tax benefit programs include the Guaranteed Annual Income System and the Ontario Child Care Supplement for Working Families. 
Tax credits include Community Small Business Investment Funds, Ontario Research Employee Stock Option, Ontario Opportunity 
Bonds Program, and the Ontario Home Ownership Savings Plan.
